God, it is so nice to know that you are with us and care for us. It is so nice to know that 

you dwell in us and that we are your house. But too many times I wander from the house 

by the way I live and the things I say and I become uncomfortable and lonely. During 

those times loving Father, pick me up and carry me home. Carry me home to where 

your heart abodes.
